D. The Information Technology Department is requesting that the Board consider a waiver of competitive bidding under G. S. 143-129(g) for a structured cabling system for the new Transportation Building at 250 Alexander Drive in Lillington.  This bid procedure is known as "piggy backing" and the advantage of using this method is a known price and a shorter delivery time than what we would expect with the formal bid process.

G. The Harnett County IT Department is requesting premission to use the sole source purchasing option to enhance our current 911 paging system.  VisionAir our CAD (Computer Aided Dispatch) software provider since 1998 has a paging software module that will enhance and simplify our paging process. The paging sofware module will reduce emergency response times by eliminating lengthy manual processes to page an emergency department and will also reduce the possibility of human error.  We recommend purchasing the CAD Zetron Model 25 Interface (paging software module) from VisionAir for a total cost of $5,136.00.  This enhancement has been budgeted for in the Enhance 911 Budget Fund 110.
