4. Resolution to add roads to state system and remove a road (Attachment 2)
5.  Authorization for Emergency Services to accept an award from the United States Department of Homeland Security Grant Program in the amount of $10,100.00 to fund a regional disaster training exercise to be held in Dunn, NC on May 9, 2009. It will included Harnett County Sheriff’s Department, Cumberland County Emergency Services, Sampson County Fire Department, CXS railroad, Johnston County fire departments, City of Fayetteville Structural Collapse Response Team, American Red Cross, Betsy Johnson Regional Hospital, Wake Med CapRAC (Regional Advisory Committee), and several air care units. 
5. Requesting engineering services for the road extension and entrance to the complex on McKinney Parkway. This road extension will allow another access to the new Detention Facility and widen the entrance. It will also allow a connection to the Tax and Register of Deeds Office.
6. Requesting authorization to purchase a commercial grade lawnmower for use at both Dunn-Erwin and Anderson Creek Landfill locations. The mowers would cost approximately $6,000.00. Sufficient funds are in current Solid Waste Management Capital Outlay Equipment line item.

7. Requesting permission to apply for the E-911 Continuity and Consolidation Program Grant offered by the NC 911 Board. The purpose of this grant is to provide funding to primary Public Safety Answering Points (PSAPs) for projects designed to replace or upgrade E-911 equipment and services that are out of service. The grant Harnett County will be applying for is of the amount $425,000.

8. Request to continue Child Support Enforcement Grant Contract for the 2009-2010 budget year. The contract will be for $71,962.00. This grant is 66% federally funded with a 34% match.
9. Approve planning Services Agreement where in Harnett County, through its Planning Department, would provide professional planning services to the Town of Angier. Harnett County will provide 28 hours per month of planning services to the Town in exchange for $1,500.00 per month plus out of pocket expenses directly incurred by Harnett County. 
Chairmen McNeill opens the floor for discussion of old business.

New Business
1) Commissioner Burgin moved for the Board to commit to a revenue-neutral property tax rate for the coming year. This motion was seconded by Commissioner House. After discussion from Chairmen McNeill, Commissioner Burgin, and Commissioner House, The motion failed 3-2

2) Commissioner Burgin requests a report from Ken Bryan updating the county on the status of the new hospital. 

3) Commission Burgin moves to request the Economic Development Committee with supplying beds to mental health. Commissioner House seconds the motion. The motion passes 3-2.

Informal Comments
A. Alan Godwin of 269 Stewart Rd., Dunn, spoke to the property tax revaluation. Mr. Godwin request the tax be revenue neutral as well as an independent auditor inspect the county for wasteful spending.

B. Harold Dixon of 225 Mason St., Dunn, spoke requesting the Board’s consideration of the struggling economy during the tax revaluation.

C. Billy Wellons of 406 Spring Lake Rd., spoke to the tax revaluation. Mr. Wellons acknowledged the financial turmoil citizens are in and request the Board’s consideration of the struggling economy during the tax revaluation. 

Appointments
A. Commissioner House moved to appoint Mary Jane Bartlett to Harnett County Board of Adjustments for a 3-year term to expire 4-30-12. Commissioner Andrews seconds the motion which passes unanimously.

B. Commissioner Burgin moved to appoint Alvester L. McKoy to the Town of Erwin Planning Board of Adjustments for a 3-year term to expire 4-2-12. Commissioner Andrews seconds the motion with passes unanimously. 

Add On
Cathy Clifton, formally petitioned the Board to waive a county mandated three bid requirement when purchasing computers for Harnett County Public Libraries. Commissioner Burgin opens discussion with Ms. Clifton regarding the number of computers being purchased as well as explicit material filter software used on the computers. Commissioner Andrews moves to approve the requisition. Commissioner Hill seconds the motion which passes unanimously.

Presentation(s)
A. Jim Dougherty, Executive Director of the Regional Land Use Advisory Commission (RLUAC) at Fort Bragg and Pope Air Force Base made a presentation regarding the history of RLUAC, their mission, and Harnett County’s involvement. 
B. Terry Henderson, a representative from the United States Census Bureau, reported to the Board about the history and importance of the Census. Mr. Henderson stated that the 2010 census will be the “easiest census ever” consisting of only ten questions. Mr. Henderson gave his remaining time to the manager of the Fayetteville office to answers questions from the Board. 
Zoning Request
1. Samantha Ficzko petitioned the Board for a zoning change. The request made was concerning S.T. Wooten & Butch, changing from RA-20R to Industrial District, SR 1105 McKoy Town Rd., 217.57 acres, Johnsonville Township. 

a. Rebecca Davidson of 31 East Harnett St. followed up Ficzko’s statement saying the property in question is a split zone situation. 

b. Butch Lauder of 467 2nd Street, Clayton repeated Ficzko request.

Commissioner Burgin moved to approve the zoning change which was seconded by Commissioner Andrews. The motion passed unanimously.

2. Samantha Ficzko petitioned the Board for a zoning change. The request made was concerning Florence Wellons & Enoch Engineers, PA, and changing Commercial to RA-20 M, SR 1121 Ray., 43.0 Acres, Anderson Creek Township.

a. Billy Wellons speaks in favor of the zoning change. 

Commissioner Andrews moves to approve the zoning request which is seconded by Commissioner Burgin. The motion passed unanimously. 

Presentation
1. Eric Truesdale and Amy Noel provided an update on Phase III of Veterans Memorial as well as displaying a miniature replica of the U.S.S. Harnett County which will be displayed at the Court House. 

2. Lee Ann Nance representing the Economic and Development Committee presented and request approval of the final design of Brightwater Business Park.

Commissioner Hill moved to approve the final design which was seconded by Commissioner Andrews. The motion passed unanimously.

1. A resolution directing 19.45 acres to Harnett Forward Together Committee for 

purpose of building a medical park.

e) County Attorney Dwight Snow suggest a conflict of interest with the 


cohabitation of power of profited funds from the sale of land.
