Midwife and doctor for many, working closely with Dr. McDougald and Dr. J. W. Halford. A prosperous farmer and owner of 75 acres of land. Died January, 1936 at the age of 86. Buried in Lillington First Presbyterian Church Cemetery. The head stone reads, Betty Atkins "Our Darling". Presbyterian Faith. 
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
