Edward S. Baldwin, Jr.

January 2, 1917 -April 6, 1988

Born January 2, 1917 in Warrenton, North Carolina, Edward S. Baldwin, Jr. was the son of Henretta (?) and Edward Starr Baldwin. 
He attended school in Warren County and graduated from Hawkins High School in Warrenton, North Carolina. 

Shortly after graduating he moved to Hackensack, New Jersey. 
In 1941, he went in the armed services. He completed basic training in Fort Dix Army Base in New Jersey. He was a World War II Veteran. During his four years of serving his country. a portion of this time was served in Liberia, Africa and when he returned home from the military he was ranked a Sergeant. 

After military, on November 10, 1946, he married Clero McCullough. They had two sons, William and Oscar. 

He soon moved from New Jersey to New York City to accept a job with the United States Postal Service, with which he was employed for 31 years. 

Upon retirement he moved to North Carolina in 1974 and made his home in the Spout Springs area on Rt. 3, Cameron, North Carolina. 

He became a part of the community by joining many activities and working hard to make it better for all people. He helped with meals on wheels for the elderly and handicapped. He served as treasurer for the Johnsonville - Spout Springs Community Development Club.  He worked with the Town Council, the up keeping of the Community Center, and the Democratic Precinct. He was an active member of Spout Springs Presbyterian Church. 

He volunteered his services wherever he could until his health failed, and even then gave advice when needed. On April 6, 1988, his life ended at Central Carolina Hospital in Sanford, North Carolina. On April 9, 1988, his funeral service was held at Spout Springs Presbyterian Church. He was laid to rest on April 11, 1988 in V. A. National Cemetery near Rock Quarry Road in Raleigh, North Carolina 
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
