Among our best and most influential people are our homemakers. The Extension Homemakers Organization has done much to improve the quality and status of homemakers. The oldest, continuous club in Harnett County is the Mt. Pisgah Extension Homemakers Club. During most of the club's history, Mrs. Fannie Bell McLeod Cox was a faithful and conscientious member who loved her club. 

When the time came that she was unable to attend all the club meetings, she requested that the club meet in her home. So, for many years, the Mt. Pisgah Club met in the home of Annie Bell McLeod Cox every month. She did this with the help of her daughter, Amie C. Thomas. 

Mrs. Cox was very humble, compassionate, loved people, and had a kind attitude toward everyone. She was an excellent cook, and homemaker. She loved to have relatives and friends visit her. It is felt that her hospitality at times kept the club going.
