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Lena Evans

August 13, 1905 -October 9, 1970

Lena Evans was born August 13. 1905 in Johnston County. North Carolina. to John Henry and Cindy Lee of Coats. North Carolina. 
At age 15. she married Vass Evans on August 4. 1920. To this marriage 5 children were born: Ina, C. V.. Oliver (called Art). Christine and Cleveland. Once grown. the two oldest. Ina and C. V. stayed nearby their homeplace, and the two youngest Christine and Cleveland. ventured north for a livelihood and remained there. 

About 1933 or 1934. when their oldest child was a young teenager, the family moved from Johnston County to Harnett County and lived in an area near the intersection of highway's #27 and ~!.J.21 south. It was not long before Mother Lena found domestic work with the Francis (Frank) Budd Harmon. Sr. family, who lived not far from her. but nearer Buies Creek. North Carolina. Often in her care were the Harmon younger children. whose ages ranged the same as hers. 

Lena was truly a missionary at heart, caring for both well and sick from miles around. When a family had no one to care for an ill member. Lena brought the ill to her home. fed them. and nursed them until they recovered. For many families she also served as a midwife. Cleanliness. neatness. orderliness. dependability were truly her greatest virtues. 
She was a member of Mt. Pisgah Harnett Original Free Will Baptist Church, but later joined Pisgah Top Bible Church of God where she remained a member until an automobile accident claimed her life on October 9. 1970. 
Lena was well known by many and loved for all the numerous things she did in Harnett County and even outside the State of North Carolina. Her husband, Vass, died several years before she died in 1970. 

Both are buried in Johnston County in a cemetery very near Benson (uncertain of cemetery’s name).
