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Dr. Fred Henry Fleming

October 2, 1899 -October 1, 1949

Fred Fleming was born October 2, 1899 in Mocksville, North Carolina. 

He attended the University of North Carolina receiving a degree in Pharmacy. He came to the small town of Coats, North Carolina and practiced for two years. He wanted to become a Doctor and entered Wake Forest College to study medicine, later attending Tulane University. He did his Internship at Mercy Hospital also in New Orleans, Louisiana. 

Dr. Fleming opened his office in Coats in 1930. Later he also opened an office in Buies Creek and served as Physician for Campbell College. 

Dr. Fleming served on the Board of Directors of the old Betsy Johnson Hospital and served in both the Dunn Hospital and Good Hope Hospital in Erwin, North Carolina. He served as President of the Harnett County Medical Society and was active in the State Medical Society. 

Dr. Fleming was active in local affairs, served on the local School Board for many years. He was a member of the Board of Deacon of the Coats Baptist Church and held many important positions in the church and community. 

He was married to Katherine Bland of Buies Creek and they had two sons, Bland and Nesbitt Fleming. 

He is remembered as a tireless worker. During the era of House Calls, day and night he never failed anyone. Countless babies being delivered in the homes and the many other calls soon began to take its toll. He suffered two heart attacks but kept returning to serve his patients. He suffered the fatal attack on October 1, 1949, one day before his fiftieth birthday at his office desk. The way he would have chosen. Six of his black friends served as pallbearers when his body was taken for burial. Honorary pallbearers were members of the Harnett County Medical Society. 

He was truly a man remembered for kindness, compassion and love of people. 
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
