HECTOR McLEAN GREEN Now serving as postmaster of Wilmington, an office to which he was appointed by President Wilson on May 28,1915, Hector McLean Green has long been actively identified with business and public affairs in this section of the state. 


He was born in Harnett County, North Carolina, March 30, 1849, a son of John and Flora Catherine (McLean) Green. His father was a planter. Hector Green spent his early life on the old plantation, and part of his boyhood fell during the dark years of the war. He had to satisfy himself with such education as was afforded by the private schools, and after the war he assisted in rehabilitating the plantation and remained there until 1871. 


His chief business success has been in the timber and lumber business, and he built some very extensive connections from Wilmington as his headquarters and continued actively in the industry until he entered the post office. From 1898 to 1912 he also served as treasurer of New Haven County and was chairman of the Democratic Executive Committee in 1895, 1896, 1897 and 1898. Mr. Green is a member of the Benevolent and Protective Order of Elks, and is chairman of the Board of Trustees of the First Presbyterian Church of Wilmington. 


On November 6, 1878, he married Miss Ida Deems Alderman, of Wilmington. They have one daughter, Alice, wife of Edwin M. Wilson, who is a well known educator. Mr. and Mrs. Wilson have a son, Hugh McLean Wilson.
