March 26, 1894 -November 13, 1982 

Ida Catherine Womble was born March 26, 1894 to Dorsey and Catherine Womble. She had one sister, Ila, and three brothers, Jarvis, Early and Vaden. She married John Calvin Hardee on January 21, 1912, at the age of 18. To this marriage the' - following children were born:

John Calvin Hardee died June 7, 1938 leaving her with young children. At the time of her husband's death, she was living in Harnett County, Buckhorn Township near Cape Fear River on a very rocky, hard to cultivate farm. 

At this time both of her parents were old and feeble, needing constant care. She decided to move her family to be with her parents, who earlier had left Buckhorn Township to live on a farm owned by her brother Early and located across Cape Fear River in Neill's Creek Township, #1. She planned to make the move after Christmas in 1938, but her mother died in November. She made the move ,to take care of her father, but he died in January. Following his death, she bought a farm near Lillington, In Neill's Creek Township #1. with more fertile, easier cultivated soil and worked hard to rear her children, send them to school as long as they would go and pay for the farm land she had purchased. By working hard and her faith in God. she was quite successful. 

Not only did she work on the farm, but she was an excellent seamstress, making most of her children's clothes, quilts, afghans, bridal gowns and almost anything with a needle. 

At the age of eighty-four, four years before her death, during a period of twelve months, she pieced together and hand stitched 41' eight quilts which she presented to her children on Christmas Day. Having lived a long and productive life she died on November 13, 1982, and was buried in Cumberland Union Baptist Church Cemetery in Buckhorn Township. This church is the second oldest church in the Little River Baptist Association. Neill's Creek Baptist Church was established first.
