Lottie Link Marshbanks

October 7, 1888 -February 10, 1989

During her life-span of 101 years, the adjectives most often applied to "Miss" Lottie Link Marshbanks were: wise, warm, and wonderful. She was an unusually well educated woman who provided outstanding leadership in her church and community. 

"Miss" Lottie was born on October 7, 1888 in Bethel Hill, North Carolina. She had two older brothers and four younger sisters. When she was nine years old her family moved to Harnett County. In 1900 her father bought a farm a few miles from Buies Creek. Lottie's family organized the first Sunday School at Pine Forest Church (now the Coats Baptist Church). 

"Miss” Lottie attended Buies Creek Academy, Meredith College, J and The University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill. She taught school at Benson, Coats, and Bryson City. In 1912 she married Burgess Pinkney Marshbanks, Sr. B. P. had earned his law degree at Wake Forest in 1909 and had come to Buies Creek Academy hoping to earn enough money to set up a law practice. He enjoyed his work at the Academy and remained in Buies Creek until his death in 1970. "Miss" Lottie met B. P. at a meeting of the Little River Baptist Association in Mlamers. They met at the well of the Antioch Baptist Church. Their children are Miss May Marshbanks, of Buies Creek, a retired school principal, Mrs. W. A. Johnson (Mildred) of Lillington, Dr. Burgess Pinkney Marshbanks, Jr. (retired dentist) of Buies Creek and Mrs. James T. Bales (Nancy) also of Buies Creek. 
She was the grandmother of eight grand-daughters and one grandson, Glenn Johnson, attorney, son of Mr. and Mrs. W. A. Johnson and Harnett County Democratic Chairman. Other children of Mr. and Mrs. W. A. Johnson are attorney Sandra Johnson of Raleigh, and Mrs. Rebecca Davidson, attorney of Lillington. 

Dr. Burgess Marshbank's children are: Lynn Marshbanks Kelly, an attorney, Alice Marshbanks, M.D., Anne Marie Marshbanks, a hospital chaplain. 
Children of Mrs. James Bales are: Nancy Whitt, a CPA, Susan Davis, in insurance, Melissa Burke, also in insurance. "Miss" Lottie was recognized for her leadership in the community and in her church. She was a keen, discerning, and penetrating student of the Bible, pursuing many references and resources to gain insight to its meaning and message. She was an inspiring teacher to many students who attended Buies Creek Academy and Campbell College. She served as a Deaconess and a Sunday School Director. 

Mrs. Lottie Link Marshbanks who died on February 10, 1989, was buried in the Buies Creek Cemetery. She used her 101 years wisely and well. The possessor of a kind spirit, a sharp mind, and a keen wit, she used those attributes to raise a fine family, serve her community, and provide a Christian education to many generations of grateful students. 
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
