Eva Canady McArtan was born December 14, 190) in Godwin, North Carolina. She was the sixth of eleven children born to Mr. and Mrs. Prince A. Canady. She moved with her parents to Harnett County when she was twelve years of age and attended Buies Creek Academy. She taught one year in the Elementary School system and then returned home to help care for her family. 

She was married to James Franklin McArtan, Sr., December 27, 1927 in the Lillington Presbyterian Manse. They made their permanent residence on Route 1, Linden, North Carolina. They were the parents of three sons and four daughters: James Franklin McArtan, Jr., deceased, William Douglas McArtan, Mrs. W. B. (Joyce) Harkey, Mrs. E. R. (Helen) McDonald, Mrs. S. R. (Shirley) Willoughby, Alvin Ray McArtan, Mrs. D. J. (Sue) Byrd. 

Mrs. McArtan was a loving and faithful wife, mother and neighbor who enjoyed the happy reputation of "Cooperative with every worthwhile undertaking." She was a charter member of the Anderson Creek Home Demonstration Club serving as president from 1950 to 1954 and as vice-president for several years. 

She was a dedicated and committed member of Flat Branch Presbyterian Church serving as a Sunday School teacher, Adult Advisor for the Youth Fellowship, Vice-President of the Women of the Church and very active and supportive of the total church program. 

She was a member of the Kellogg School Advisory Committee and keenly interested in school affairs, very active in Parent Teacher Association. She was also a strong supporter of 4-H work and served as a Community Club Leader for several years. She never said no to any worthwhile program or project. 

Mrs. McArtan was recognized and honored twice by the Anderson Creek Ruritan Club as Woman of the Year. First time was in 1954 and again in 1958. She remained active in church, community, and club work until declining health forced her to become inactive. After three years of illness she died February 12, 1976, and was buried in Lafayette Memorial Park, Fayetteville, North Carolina, where her husband, also, was later interred.
