Bella McKeller
Bella McKeller, a niece of Anthony Walter Moore, came with his family when they moved from the Seventy First Township in Cumberland County to Upper Little River Township in Harnett County when the slaves had gained their freedom following the war between the states, after 1865. 

Bella was an outstanding community leader of her day in late 1800's, and in the early 1900's, she owned many acres of land, which provided jobs for persons who needed to work. 

She was the founder of Mount Olive Methodist Church and donated the land for the sanctuary and the cemetery called “Old Hundred”, where she was laid to rest, on S. R. highway #1245. 
When Mount Olive was first started, services were held under a brick arbor. It was not long before Bella succeeded in getting help from her white friends to lay the church foundation. 

Bella (Isabella) McKeller and her husband Tom had 8 children: Bella, Jannie, Nellie, Lizzer, Amanda, "Tink" (Mrs. John L. McLean), Daniel and Eunice Ann.
