G.W. O'Quinn

March 15, 1866.- October 21, 1967
George Washington 0' Quinn was born March 15, 1866 in the Spring Hill Community, Harnett County, son of the late Burwell Britton O'Quinn and Sarah McPhail O'Quinn. He lived nearly all of his life in the same area. When a young man he farmed with his father and was also employed by a sawmill where he chipped and pulled turpentine boxes. Later he was also employed to float rafts of timber down the Cape Fear River to Wilmington. On January 24, 1892 he was married to the late Mary E. Patterson from the Holly Springs Community in Harnett County. For several years they lived near Kipling and farmed for Mr. Mack McKay. In 1897 they decided they wanted to get back to Upper Little River -Township near to where they were reared. They bought a tract of 255 acres of land near what is now Mamers, at a price of $3.00 per acre. There was only about 10 acres of cleared land when he bought. He cleared about 100 acres more and added four rooms to the four room house which was on the place when purchased. Mr. O'Quinn split rails from some of the pines and built a fence around the cleared land. At that time animals ran wild and it was necessary for people to fence in their cleared land to protect their crops. Mr. and Mrs. O'Quinn lived in the same house and maintained the tract of land until their death. 

Mr. O'Quinn served on the Harnett County School Committee for many years and was a friend of school consolidation. He joined Antioch Baptist Church in 1887 and was ordained as a deacon in August 1911. He served as chairman for several years and was an honorary deacon at his death. 

Mr. O'Quinn and his wife had ten children, 5 boys and five girls. They sent their children to boarding high school and college because there was no high school in the vicinity when they were growing up. Five of the children obtained a college degree and five finished high school and took extra courses. Their children are Harvey, Carl, B. Caviness. Thornal D., Clarence F., Foy O. Lamm, Beulah O. Thomas, Rosa O. Wilburn, Lola, and Billie O. Latham -all deceased except Beulah, Lola, and Billie.
