Allison Louis Overby

August 24,1885 - September 18,1973
Allison Louis Overby was born August 24, 1885. the son of Mack C. and Julia Francas Williams Overby of Angier, North Carolina. 

By the time he was married he had already become a merchant and was involved in real estate business. 

On June 23, 1920, he married Mary Louise Tart who had Corne to Angier to teach school. She was a member of a prominent family of Oliver, Georgia im the lower edge of Screven County, near Savannah. They had two daughters: the oldest Mary Lois;, Overby and Gloria Anne Overby, ten years younger. Mary Lois. a gifted singer like her mother, was a 1941 Meredith College graduate. Gloria Anne Overby took a two year Business Course at the Woman.s College (UNCG) in Greensboro, North Carolina. 

Mr. Overby was a man of diversified interest. He was owner and operator of a General Merchandize Store from 1910 -1922, from which he sold buggies, autos, caskets, and farm supplies. He also owned Overby Drug Store and the Farmers Exchange as well as Angier's first movie theatre, the ..Comet". Because of his irlterest in carpentry, he became involved in building houses and built about 30 rental houses in Angier. 

Mr. Overby was a member of Angier Baptist Church, a thirty-second degree Mason, arld member of Sudan Shrine. He served in the North Carolina General Assembly as a member of the House of Representatives from 1945 -1947. and was also a town commissioner in Angier. Mrs. Overby was always interested in any cultural activity, especially music and gave much of her time and support to the Womans Missionary Union in the Angier Baptist Church. 

Although Mr. Overby was greatly involved in his business, he spent much time with his family and enjoyed fishing and gardening as his hobbies. 

He died September 18, 1973 a1'ld was buried in the cemetery adjoining "Yesteryear Park" in a corner plot near highway #210 in Angier City limits.
