Addie Eva Lee was born on September 20, 1890, in Wake County, North Carolina. She was the daughter of Joseph and Nancy Lee. Her childhood was equal to that of all other children of her day and age. 

At the young age of 17 years, in 1907, she married Moses Stancil of Johnston County, North Carolina, a confederate veteran of the War Between the States. To this union were born three children: Rebecca, Ruth, and Edward. Edward lost his life in the service of his country during V{orld War II in Okinawa.
 Her huaband,r1oses Stancil, died September 4, 1923, and in April of 1926 Addie married Julious E. Parrish. To this union born two children: Wilma Grey and Addie Mae Belle (called Belle). Addie and her husband moved to Coats, North Carolina, in 1945, where she spent the last 40 years of her life. Addie went to be with her Lord on August 20, 1979, leaving behind many wonderful memories. She is buried in the Ccats Cemetery, Coats, North Carolina. 
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
