Winnie Rickett Pearce

Born in the early 1900's in Cherokee County's foothills, Andrews, North Carolina, Winnie Rickett was to remain close to those "hills of home" throughout her life. Following her Meredith College years (A.B., 1925) and a semester of seminary study, she began a decade of work with the North Carolina Baptist State Convention. In 1936, at Tabernacle Baptist Church, Raleigh, North Carolina, she married J. Winston Pearce. During their forty-nine year marriage, he was a minister, seminary professor, and writer; she was his mate, his partner, a homemaker, and the mother of their three children. The Pearces' retirement brought them to Buies Creek in 1971 and opened avenues for sharing their lives, hearts, and experiences with Harnett County's church, school, and community groups, as they had done together throughout the United States. Winnie Rickett Pearce is remembered for her nurturing spirit, her warm memories, and for effectively communicating her feelings to others.
