Archie A. Shaw

June 16, 1872 -December 19, 1941

Archibold Alexander Shaw was born June 16, 1872. He was the son of Gilbert and Sarah C. Shaw. He married Mary Berta Nordan in 1895. To this union 12 children were born: 7 sons and 5 daughters. One daughter died in 1926, leaving two children, ages 2 and 4. These children were quickly welcomed into the Shaw household, where they stayed until they were married. 

Mr. Shaw was educated in the local schools. He enjoyed reading and excelled in penmanship of which he was very proud. He also showed a great aptitude for math. 

While serving his county as a member of the Board of Commissioners (dates not available), he worked long and hard to get Anderson Creek High School, and was a member of the School Board as long as he lived. He was a member of Flat Branch Presbyterian Church, a member of its Board of Deacons and the Choir Director. He was well known for his musical knowledge and his choir was in demand for church picnics, singings, etc. even for other denominations besides Presbyterian. 

All of his boys played stringed instruments and were kept busy in the winter time playing for square dances, mostly in the home area. His son, Lauchlin Nordan Shaw is an outstanding violinist today and has played throughout the United States. Canada and in Scotland and England. 

"Mr. Archie" was quite a deer hunter. He had a wide circle of hunting friends as was shown on "the snowy day December 19, 1941 

when he was laid to rest in the Flat Branch Presbyterian Church Cemetery. 
He was a man ready to help anyone in need. He raised the 14 children to be outstanding men and women. He loved the Lord and served Him well.
