James M. Shaw the son of the late Ella McKoy and John D. Shaw who was the founder and overseer of the Pisgah Top Bible Church of God, was born in Erwin, North Carolina on October 20, 1903.
His formal education included the Harnett County Schools and Shaw University. After completing his education he returned to Harnett County where he taught school for many years. 

He became a member of Pisgah Top Bible Church of God at an early age and was very active in church duties. Some of them included secretary of the church, treasurer of the Senior Choir, member of the Finance Committee and pianist for the church. 

He was the husband of the late Mozell Peterson Shaw. His father had the first printing machine and company in Harnett County. He also was once the owner of about 200 acres of land in Harnett County. He departed his life at Scotland County Memorial Hospital, Laurinburg, North Carolina, on October 16, 1977, and was buried in Ryals Cemetery on Hwy #421, in front of the Mt. Pisgah Harnett Original Free Will Baptist Church.
