Son of Edward and Maggie Spivey, native of Youngsville, North Carolina. Received early education in Franklin County, graduate of Franklin Christian Academy, received A. B. degree from Shaw University in Raleigh, North Carolina, M. A. degree from the University of Michigan, did additional studies at Columbia University in New York.
He came to Shawtown School as principal in 1930 and remained for twenty-four years. In addition to principal he served as Supervisor (Assistant Superintendent) of Harnett County Schools for several years. Under his leadership Shawtown School grew from a small Junior High School to one of the best, well recognized Senior High Schools in the State. He helped organize Lillington First Baptist Church, was a charter member and served as deacon. A driving force in getting electricity into the Shawtown community. A member of the National Education Association, the National Association of Secondary School Principals, North Carolina Association of Educators, the North Carolina Teachers Association, Fayetteville City Unit, the Masonic Lodge Kindah Temple, Omega Psi Phi Fraternity, and was presented the Silver Beaver Award by the Occoneechee Council of Boy Scouts of America. 
In the Spring of 1954, he transferred from Shawtown School to Fayetteville City School System. Serving as principal of Washington Drive Junior High School in Fayetteville, at the invitation of Superintendent C. Reid Ross. The Walter-Spivey School in Fayetteville, formally known as the J. S. Spivey Junior High School, was named in his honor. 

He became an active member in the First Baptist Church in Fayetteville and served until his passing. He was married to Margaret Lofton of Wilmington. North Carolina on September 9. 1931 at St. Stephens Church by Reverend W. C. Clelland. He died. November 3. 1963 and was buried in Rockfish Cemetery, Raeford Road. Fayetteville. North Carolina 
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
