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Dr. James H. 'Withers
1856-1928

Dr. James H. Withers (1856 - 1928) was a 19th and early 20th century physician. He spent most of his life in the Leaflet Community of Western Harnett County in a home that was built prior to the Civil War, although he lived in Summerville for many years, Dr. Withers and his wife, Anna Belle Watson Withers, were community and church leaders. Mrs. Withers was a school teacher. She was continually leading the young people in programs: "Children's Day" programs, children and youth choirs each Sunday, and was the first President of the Women's Organization. 
Dr. Withers was a conscientious doctor, and a friend to all his patients. When a patient was critically ill, Dr. Withers would stay with the patient in the home until the condition improved. He was one of the good, old fashion doctors. His remains lie in Leaflet Presbyterian Church Cemetery.
