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Dr. Carlie Roswell Young
July 7, 1881 -December 4, 1952

Dr. C.R.  Young, the son of John R. and Lynn Cora Williams Young was born July 7, 1881, and grew to manhood in the vicinity of Angier, North Carolina. As a young man, he attended Buies Creek Academy and later in Richmond, Virginia, Richmond Medical College, graduated in 1908. Following graduation he interned in one of Richmond's hospitals for one year before returning to Angier to begin private practice. 

Dr. Young had the misfortune of losing his first wife, Maude Grimes in a house fire, when she used gasoline to start a stove fire. She was born December 14, 1887, died August 6, 1911, and is buried in the cemetery adjoining Yesteryear Park, on highway #210 in Angier City Limits. 

He later married Edith Fuquay, daughter of Richard and Jane McLeod Fuquay. Residents of Angier kindly remember his devoted wife for the loving, support she gave her husband and her interest in the "doctor's" patients, in early 1900's, when practicing medicine was quite rugged. 

Dr. Young was on call all hours of the day and of the night. Babies were born in the home, where he often spent the night in order to see the little one come into the world. During his years' of practice he delivered approximately 4,000 babies, at a time when office calls were $1.00 and house calls $2.00. 
Both transportation and communication were slow. Often Dr. Young traveled by horse and buggy to visit his sick patients. 

Dr. and Mrs. Young had four children: Norwood R., Geraldene Young Ward, J. Carl Young, and Mary Young Hendershott. 

Dr. S. Glenn Wilson joined him in his practice in 1934. And four years later in 1938, Dr. Young went into semi-retirement: fourteen years of undesignated duties before death claimed him on December 4, 1952. 

He is buried in Raleigh, North Carolina, in Mont Lawn Cemetery which adjoins highway 401 South. 
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
