CAMPO- TAC Meeting

December 19, 2007 
Discussion Regarding: Surface Transportation Program- Direct Allocation (STP-DA) & Congestion Mitigation & Air Quality (CMAQ) Funding Recommendations

This program is federal funding of MPOs of 200,000 plus. The funding is generally used on TIP projects including Part C of the Wake Forest Bypass, the Falls of Neuse realignment, and the Timber Dr. extension. If DOT approves these funds, they will be available October 1, 2008.

CAMPO staff is interested in using part of the funding to add approximately four (4) people to its staff. Those staff members would serve either as regional representatives or as specialists of different topics.

In order to obtain additional CMAQ funding, the CAMPO region must demonstrate reduced emissions. They hope to work toward that goal by purchasing hybrid buses.

Discussion Regarding: Eastern Wake Expressway
To acquire land for extension of this portion of I-540, there will be a need of approximately 1,000 ft wide right-of-way. The highway width is generally from 300-350 feet.

It has been brought to CAMPOs attention that there are several large development proposals that will interfere will the assumed location of the extension. TAC approved a resolution to allow staff to begin working with other entities in an effort to finish preliminary corridor design.

Discussion Regarding: 2035 Long-Range Transportation Plan (LRTP)
CAMPO staff has begun working on the LRTP. TAC has voted to begin an inquiry into consideration of a joint LRTP with the Durham Chapel Hill Carrboro MPO (DCHC) in an effort to have a true triangle area LRTP.

 Sustainable Sandhills

 DCA-Cultural Resources Team Meeting
 December 10, 2007
There has been a desire to add a cultural component to the previously developed GIS-based land suitability maps. Currently, there is no GIS-based data of this sort available for the region. Through the NC DOT Interagency Leadership Fund (ILF) funding has been secured to begin building a comprehensive list of regional cultural resources.

Susan Pulsipher, GIS Coordinator for DCA, is heading up this project. She will be working closely with Jon Parsons of Sustainable Sandhills and his team. A Cultural Resources Team has/will be created to include those interested in the project, those in attendance of this meeting, and others that will provide insight.

A list of categories of cultural resources was generated and reviewed. Several items were added to ensure the list includes all possible categories of resources and that they are sorted into the most appropriate categories.

Similarly, a list of possible resources of cultural data was also compiled and reviewed. Many resources are webbased; however other possible sources were also added to the list. 

Discussion included the possibility of adding surveys to public meetings of member governments in an effort to include public values & interests in the list of cultural resources. Another way to generate participation in a survey is to provide a link to in on websites of member governments.

Another project very closely tied to this is a proposal that was made by Sustainable Sandhills to GoldenLEAF. The proposed project is called Sandhills & Cape Fear Trailways (SCFT). It is a network of greenways, trails, and scenic byways connecting cultural resources throughout the region. Although the application was not approved by GoldenLEAF, there is a good chance the application will be approved in the next application period.
