Governor’s new order opens up graduation

Gov. Roy Cooper helped 

Harnett County Schools make 

a pretty easy decision about 

this year’s graduation season. 

For the first time in more 

than year, Cooper last week 

said vaccinated North Car-

olinians can take off their 

collective masks in most 

indoor and outdoor settings 

as improved metrics in the 

COVID-19 pandemic contin-

ue and vaccines stay readily 

available. 

Following sim-

ilar guidelines 

recently issued 

by the CDC, 

Cooper lifted 

all mandato-

ry capacity 

and gather-

ing limits, social distancing 

requirements and most mask 

mandates.   

“Throughout the pandemic, 

I’ve said we would listen to 

health experts and 

follow the sci-

ence as we made 

decisions,” Cooper 

said. “We would 

listen to the CDC. 

Our focus would 

be on saving lives. 

We would use a 

dimmer-switch approach to 

easing restrictions. We’re con-

tinuing to do all these things.”

Cooper’s executive order 

went into effect immediately 

for most outdoor and indoor 

settings, but mask use re-

mained mandatory for public 

transportation, child care, 

schools, prisons and other 

designated health settings. 

“There will also be strong 

recommendations from 

NCDHHS for unvaccinated 

people to wear masks,” said 

“Our ability to 

accommodate the 

families based on what 

the governor did last 

week, certainly benefits 

everyone. We want to 

have the best graduation 

ceremonies that we 

possibly can.”

Griffith was arrested Saturday, 
June 19 on a charge of  noncompliance 
with a court order.

Job shortage spurs bus driving policy crackdown

If  Harnett County Schools existed as 
a single building and not more than 25 
campuses, a “Help Wanted” sign would 
be hanging on the front door. 

Monica Thompson, HCS assistant 
superintendent of  human resources, on 
Thursday told the board of  education 
the school system is not immune to the 
current labor shortage, as dozens of  jobs 
remain unfilled. HCS currently needs to 
fill 37 classroom vacancies, nearly two 
dozen exceptional children openings and 

other assorted positions heading into the 
2021-22 school year, Thompson said, and 
the pickings are slim. 

“We do have a number of  vacancies to 
report,” Thompson said.

SBI 
investigating 
inmate death  
in Harnett jail

The North Carolina State Bureau of  
Investigation is looking into the death 
of  a detainee found unresponsive 

in a Harnett County 
Detention Center cell 
Tuesday.

The sheriff’s office 
said it was notified by 
an inmate in “A” pod 
that his cellmate need-
ed medical assistance. 

“Detention personnel 
immediately contacted telecommuni-
cations to dispatch paramedics,” ac-
cording to a Harnett County Sheriff’s 
Office release. 

Detention officers and medical per-
sonnel responded to the scene with an 
automated external defibrillator and 
performed CPR until Harnett Coun-
ty paramedics arrived, the release 
states. 

Paramedics pronounced 29-year-
old Eric Griffith of  Sanford dead on 
arrival.

“The State Bureau of  Investigations 
was notified as is protocol in all deten-
tion center deaths,” the release states. 
“The NCSBI processed the scene and 
the deceased was transported to the 
State Medical Examiner’s Office for 
an autopsy.”

Griffith was arrested Saturday, 
June 19 on a charge of  noncompliance 
with a court order.

HCSO is completing an internal 
review of  the incident, according to 
the release. The case remains under 
investigation.

Job shortage spurs bus driving policy crackdown

If  Harnett County Schools existed as 
a single building and not more than 25 
campuses, a “Help Wanted” sign would 
be hanging on the front door. 

Monica Thompson, HCS assistant 
superintendent of  human resources, on 
Thursday told the board of  education 
the school system is not immune to the 
current labor shortage, as dozens of  jobs 
remain unfilled. HCS currently needs to 
fill 37 classroom vacancies, nearly two 
dozen exceptional children openings and 

other assorted positions heading into the 
2021-22 school year, Thompson said, and 
the pickings are slim. 

“We do have a number of  vacancies to 
report,” Thompson said. “As you know 
there is a labor shortage and we’re 
really trying to work around that in all 
areas. I think it is affecting us both in 
auxiliary services as well as our teach-
ing staff. We’re working hard to come up 
with some outside-the-box solutions for 
that.”

Thompson listed a handful of  out-
reach and recruitment initiatives 
offered by the school system in hopes of  

attracting talent to the district, includ-
ing virtual job fairs. HCS scheduled a 
classified July 14 job fair at the STAR 
Academy and another job fair at Triton 
High School on July 22. Thompson said 
the school system also is reaching out to 
college students interested in pursuing 
a teaching career. 

“We are facing a labor challenge at 
this time,” said Thompson.
